“Our world faces unprecedented challenges and crises and the church will  
either be part of the problem or part of the solution.  To be part of the solution, 
followers of Christ must be ready for a bold new adventure of faith and action.” 
 

Part 6:   Titled ‘The Prosperity System’ 
This study brought about lively discussion, with differing points of view about our 
responsibilities.  Catholic theologian Tom Beaudoin offers the term  
theocapitalism to describe the contemporary prosperity system of the global  
suicide machine.  It is a system of seeking prosperity that functions like a  
religion, or perhaps a religious cult - making a God of rapid growth and  
possessions.  Whom or what do we kneel before?  McLaren offers “that both the 
poor and the rich need saving; one needs liberation from addictive wealth and 
the other liberation from oppressive poverty.  Part of the work of the kingdom of 
God is to turn them from their ideologies of exploitation and victimization to a 
vision of collaboration in the kingdom of God”.
