Some Housekeeping!

- It is recommended that you wear a face mask when you cannot maintain 1.5 metres 
distance from other people. While the windows will continue to be open to ensure ventilation 
as the best defence against aerosol transmission, the church heating will also be on.

- The choir stalls have been reinstated and the hymn books are now available for your use.  
Please collect a hymn book from the table on the left as you enter the church, and return it to 
the table on the opposite side as you leave.  This will allow hymn books to be used by one 
person only and sanitised between uses.

- It is now mandatory for QR Codes to be used to keep attendance records at all public venues 
in Victoria.  This includes churches.  Please ensure that you are ‘checked-in’ upon arrival at 
church each Sunday.  The steward at each external door will assist if you are not able to use 
your own phone or device.

- The Kitchen is now open for use - but with a couple of new requirements.  Please have 
minimal staff on duty, and allocate each job to 1 person only.  The doors should remain 
closed, with the servery window open and the exhaust fan should be switched on.  Please use 
the dishwasher to wash ALL dishes - no hand washing is allowed.
