and 11:00am be consolidated into one 
service at 10:00 am.  

2. That based on the feedback received 
from the congregation, the immediate 
priorities for the 10:00am service be to: 
- Foster the collaborative leadership of 

Ian and Chris. 
- M a i n t a i n a n d e n h a n c e l a y 

participation in worship. 
- Ensure a diverse range of music 

styles. 
- P r o m o t e a s t r o n g s e n s e o f 

community and fellowship. 
- Deliver thoughtful and challenging 

reflections in a variety of styles. 
- Support a spiritually enriching, 

creative, varied and  
diverse worship experience. 

- Innovate in our practice of Holy 
Communion whi le remaining 
grounded in familiar traditions.  

- Leverage our livestream capabilities 
to engage with a broader audience. 

- Engage children and youth actively in 
worship. 

- Explore further intercultural and 
intergenerational inclusivity. 

3. That Church Council review the change 
after 12 months. 

Church Council has asked the ministry team 
to reconvene a Worship Team to support, 
g u i d e a n d o v e r s e e t h e w o r k o f 
implementing these recommendations.
