The Christmas Bowl in Zimbabwe

After fleeing Eritrea, Arsema struggled to survive 
as a refugee in Ethiopia. Through the Christmas 
Bowl and our partner the Ethiopian Orthodox 
Church -Development and Interchurch 
Commission (EOC-DICAC), she joined the Tesfa 
program, receiving support and training so she 
can build a better life for her daughter. 
Life as an urban refugee can be overwhelming, 
with few opportunities to earn an income. 
Through the Tesfa program refugees like Arsema 
receive mentoring, financial support, and 
vocational training to create sustainable 
livelihoods. Arsema is now studying make-up 
artistry and preparing to provide for her 
daughter with new skills and hope for the future.
